David Taylor 

sounds like a really neat guy!! I am so looking forward to meeting him!! No sewing machine--I love workshops 

that I donôt have to drag a lot of equipment to!! I am even using his hummingbird kit so I donôt have to bring a 

selection of fabric---yeeaaahhhh!! I can hardly wait!! 

 Thank you to Diane Richardson for making the Pledge of Allegiance Banner for the July Quaffle. It 

was really cool!! Janice Johnston was thrilled to win it and plans to pass it on to her grandson who has recently 

so proudly learned to recite the Pledge of Allegiance. Congratulations to him!! The Quaffle this month will be 

made by Molly Wiegand. It is a handbag with interchangeable outside covers!! I can hardly wait for this Quaffle! 

I hope that you all buy lots and lots of tickets but I fully intend to win this one!!! She will even give the winner 

the pattern to make additional covers.  

We will be starting the Block of the Month Program this month. It will be similar to the program that 

we had this past year. I will also tie my Presidentôs Challenge into the BOM program with a new twist. I am 

always trying to keep things interesting while maintaining traditions for as long as they donôt get ñtiredò. You all 

got to hear in January about my new name for UFOôs. PIPôs (Projects in Progress) just felt fun for a change. At 

the April meeting, during Show and Tell, Nancy Monroe had left over blocks from two quilts that she had 

shown.

The quilt 

must be pieced, quilted, bound, labeled and brought to the May meeting. I think that your PIL may be used in the 

label if you cannot use it on your top but it may not just be sewn into your backing. Your quilt may be quilted by 

someone else as long as they are credited in your label. 

 I promised you all another ñChallengeò that I will announce it at the August meeting. It will 

be a ñsmallò challenge and will be due at the January meeting!! You will need a really wonderful imagination, a 

great sense of creativity and a little bit of fabric. Are you getting curious? Iôll give you all the details at the Au-

gust meeting!! 

 Of the twenty-nine bundles of fabric that I brought to the July meeting for you all to take 

home and make projects to be donated to the auction, I still have fourteen. There are some really nice fabrics in 

these bundles and I am sure that you all can come up with some really great items for the auction. I will bring the 

remaining fabric bundles to the August meeting. Please come up and take home a bundle. Be sure to sign the 

bundles out. Any fabric left over after the August meeting will be donated to the Comfort Quilt committee. 

Again, the only condition for taking home the bundles is to please make something to be donated to the auction 

at the November meeting. If you take a bundle and canôt find the time to make something for the auction, please 

pass it on to someone else or possible make a comfort quilt from the fabric. This is effort is just meant to be a 

little incentive, inspiration and motivation. 

 Be sure to check our new website!!! Dana Doerfler has designed us a new, fresher look and 

it is wonderful!! Stay tuned for more updates as Dana gets them done!! Thank you, Dana!! 

 I would like to take just a moment to acknowledge the area is losing one of the most re-

spected and enduring fixtures in our sewing and quilting community. Judy and Bob Nelson of Belleville Sewing 

Center have decided to retire and closed the store July 30. They have been in business for over thirty years and 

have been a great friend and support to me in my quilting journey as well as many of you. I would like to extend 

a huge thank you for all you have done for me and for many of my friends over the years.  Congratulations and 

tons of good luck in your much deserved retirement.

¶ No quilt buddies this month. 

¶ Newsletter ï Articles for the next newsletter are due to Rebecca by the 24th of July.  
Some members had trouble opening the newsletter online; LindaLee will see what 
can be done to fix the issue. 

¶ Vice President Molly Wiegand discussed the upcoming programs and workshops.  
There will be a ñSchool Houseò for the September 14th program, where four guild 
members will give 15 minute classes or demonstrations. 

¶ AQS ï There are currently 4 orders, 2 more orders are needed to place the order 
through AQS. 

¶ Comfort Quilts ï Judi Simmons announced that Margaret Mannonôs sister donated 
10 -12 quilt tops.  There are some to pick up and the guild received a lot of quilts 
back.  LindaLee read to the membership a thank you letter from Fontebella, a home 
for unwed mothers in OôFallon for the comfort quilts that were donated to them. 

¶ LindaLee also read a thank you letter from the OôFallon Community Food Pantry for 
the five boxes of food and $115.00 donation.  Currently their pantry serves 883 
individuals each month, a 15% increase from 2009. 

¶ LindaLee thanked Heather Mantz and Emma Johnson for their work at the Hospital-
ity table tonight. 

¶ Birthday Fat Quarter ï Eighteen members received a fat quarter from Marion Rudd 
in honor of their birthday this month.  Janet Clark was not listed on last monthôs 
newsletter. 

¶ Fat Quarter Raffle ï Karen Enderle won the orange fat quarters in this monthôs 
drawing. 

¶ Raffle Quilt ï The raffle quilt is on display tonight.  It is completely quilted and is in 
the process of having the leaves and flowers hand appliquéd.  If anyone is inter-
ested in appliquéing between tomorrow night (July 14) and next Wednesday, please 
see LindaLee this evening.  Rebecca announced that she is looking for someone to 
take care of the venue details for the raffle quilt.  Those interested should contact 
her directly. 

¶ Biennial Auction ï LindaLeeôs received a large amount of fabric from a friend and 
decided to bundle the fabric up, and then offer it to guild members to inspire them to 
create and donate an item for the biennial auction.  There are several bundles of 
fabric; each bundle has a label of how much individual fabric is in the bundle.  If a 
guild member decides to take a bundle, they are asked to use it to make something 
for the auction.  If a member takes a bundle and decides that they canôt make 
something after all, they are to return the fabric so it can be passed on to someone 
else. 

¶ Block of the Month ï LindaLee came up with a catchy name and challenge for those 
pieces of left over fabric ï PILôs (Pieces in Limbo).  The BOM will have two blocks 
per month for the months of August ï January.  This will be twelve blocks.  Similar 
to last year, the BOM will be offered in three sizes: 6 inch, 9 inch, and 12 inch.  The 
challenge again will be to use all the BOM blocks as well as a PIL from guild mem-
bersô current collection.

If a committee 
chair is unable to attend, please submit in writing the plan of action and budget 
needs to LindaLee. 

¶ Deal or Dud ï Jane Hair purchased a dry iron from the Vermont Country Store and 
loves it.  There is a clip of it on YouTube.  Ruth Fulton purchased black oil needles 
by Clover and she says they are horrible. 

¶ E-mail addresses ï LindaLee announced she needs correct email addresses for 
Mary Pittman, Patti Mansmith, Pam Winslow, Irene Omachi, and Connie Schwab.  
LindaLee receives an ñunable to deliverò message when she sends the emails out.

On July 24, 
Rhonda and Suzie are offering free sewing classes before the marathon.  The class 
will include learning how to create the pillow case, friendship star, and shammed 
pillow case. 

¶ The program for the evening was a power point presentation and trunk show by Teri 
Henderson Tope who will be giving a workshop on Reverse Appliqué tomorrow 
(July 14). 

¶ Guess the Quilter ï Rebecca Aitken was tonightôs Guess the Quilter.  She showed 
various pieces, including a quilt that was hand quilted by her great-great grand-
mother.  Sheôs currently working on last yearôs Twisted Mystery project.  Her first 
artistic quilt was for her son.  Lou-Ann Schaefer was drawn as the winner. 

¶ Three women showed quilts and other items tonight for Show and Tell.
